What is domestic violence court?

The Kansas City, Missouri Municipal Court, Division
203, has exclusive jurisdiction over all domestic
violence ordinance violations that are filed within
the Kansas City limits. These cases are criminal in
nature and carry a range of punishment of up to six
months in jail.

Division 203 handles all domestic violence

categorized criminal municipal ordinance violations,

including intimate partner violence, child abuse,

child endangerment, violations of protective orders,

stalking, and violence between family members.

On average Division 203 handles 100 domestic
violence cases per day.

Domestic violence cases are heard Monday — Friday
at 9:00 am.

The Compliance Docket meets Tuesdays at 2:30 pm.

The probation violation docket for offenders that are
not on the Compliance Docket is heard on Thursdays

at 1:30 pm.
What is the Compliance Docket?

The Compliance Docket is a specialized docket
established in January 2015 to supervise high risk

domestic violence offenders. The Compliance Docket

seeks to improve victim safety and hold offenders
accountable through increased supervision and a
holistic approach towards offenders needs.

When is the Compliance Docket?

The Compliance Docket is held every Tuesday
afternoon in E courtroom. Staffing for the
Compliance Docket begins at 1:00 pm, and is
followed by a life skills class for the offenders at
1:30 pm. The Compliance Docket is scheduled at
2:30 pm.
